1 - A GARBAGE GRINDER IS NOT PERMITTED IN ANY APPLICATION
UNLESS THE REQUIRED ADDITIONAL CAPACITY EXISTS FOR IT AND
SEWAGE EJECTOR PUMPS, IF REQUIRED FOR LOWER LEVEL AREAS, MUST BE
REVIEWED FOR APPROVAL BY THE LOCAL BOARD OF HEALTH PER
STATE REGULATIONS

2. SOME STATE LEVEL VARIANCES FOR REPLACEMENT SEPTIC SYSTEM,
IF PREVIOUSLY GRANTED, DO NOT ALLOW ANY INCREASE IN THE FLOOR
AREA OF THE BUILDING BEING SERVED.

3 - A DEED RECORDING, IF ALLOWED. IS FOR THE PROTECTION OF FUTURE OWNERS
