Job Title: Sherborn Home Meal Delivery Driver
Job Description:  Our volunteer home meal deliver drivers are a lifeline for many of our homebound seniors.  Deliver prepared meals during the lunch hour.  
Responsibilities:  Volunteer drivers pick up the meal bin at the COA office and head to Leonard Morse Hospital in Natick where they pick up prepared meals in the hospital’s kitchen.  Drivers then head to various homes in Sherborn where they deliver these meals to homebound or ill seniors.  The meal bin is then dropped off at the end of the delivery route.
Qualifications:  Volunteers need a reliable vehicle.  We are looking for reliable people who are friendly and patient with the seniors.  
Commitment:  Meal drivers should be willing to commit to roughly one day every 6 weeks.  The total time commitment normally is one hour.  Days/times vary and we always welcome “on call” drivers who are able to fill in should there be a last minute request.
Training:  We suggest all new volunteers ride along with another meal delivery volunteer so that they can see first hand what is involved.  Detailed instructions are provided in the meal delivery bin along with emergency telephone numbers.
Benefits: Our meal delivery drivers enjoy seeing first hand the good they are doing in the community.  Our seniors are so grateful for a friendly face and a warm meal.
