Job Title: Transportation Volunteer
Job Description:  Our Transportation Volunteers offer a simple service to our seniors by providing local transportation to COA events, luncheons, programs and various appointments.

Responsibilities:  Depending on the requirement, volunteer drivers pick up the senior(s) at their home and transport them locally to a variety of locations.  Most of our transportation requirements consist of transporting seniors from Woodhaven Elderly Housing to their weekly luncheon at Pilgrim Church on Thursdays.
Qualifications:  Volunteers need a reliable vehicle and preferably one that can comfortably transport up to 3 seniors.  Accessibility is also a requirement.  We are looking for reliable people who are friendly and patient with the seniors and who are willing to assist them into the vehicle.  A good driving record is also a requirement.
Commitment:   Volunteer drivers should be willing to commit to roughly one day every 6 weeks.  The total time commitment normally is one hour total.  For Thursday Drop-in luncheon drivers, pickup is at 11:45am and drop off is at 1:30pm.  Other days/times vary and we always welcome “on call” drivers who are able to fill in should there be a last minute request.  All requests will be for local driving only.
Training:  While there is no specific training for our volunteer drivers, we do expect all drivers to maintain a safe vehicle and have a good driving record.  
Benefits: Our volunteer drivers are literally a lifeline for many of our seniors.  Without a mode of transportation, many of the seniors would not be able to attend functions and socialize.  You will see first hand how grateful they are for a ride around town!
