ABSENTEE BALLOTS
IF you are a registered voter unable to vote at the polls on Election Day due to:

· Absence from Sherborn during the hours the polls are open OR
· Physical disability preventing you from going to the polling place OR
· Religious belief

Or if you are a non-registered voter who is a Massachusetts citizen absent from the state; or an active member of the armed forces or merchant marines, their spouse or dependent; or a person confined in a correctional facility or a jail, except if by reason of a felony conviction;

THEN you may apply for an absentee ballot.

Applications are available in the Town Clerk’s Office and the Library.  An absentee ballot application for an election must be received in the Town Clerk’s Office by noon the day before an election.

You may fill out your application and vote in person in the Town Clerk’s Office during regular office hours, 8:00am to noon, Monday through Thursday.

You may apply for an absentee ballot for a family member who meets any of the above criteria.  We will mail an absentee ballot to that person at the address provided.

If we receive your absentee ballot by mail, we will mail your absentee ballot to the requested address, usually the same day.

Absentee ballots may be returned in person or by mail and must be received in the Town Clerk’s Office by the close of the polls on election day.

“Warning: Illegal absentee voting, including making a false application, is punishable by a fine of up to $10,000 and up to five years in prison.”
