I. Minutes of the December Meeting were approved.

II .Announcements, Old and New Business 
A. The Committee reviewed the Annual Report.
B. Carol described a presentation that she had given to residents of Woodhaven about the recycling program.  Management has now placed stickers on the receptacles identifying the paper and commingled containers.  General awareness of the advantages of recycling has increased at the facility.
C. The Committee discussed Chris Peck’s suggestion that we use some of our previous flyers on local cable television to announce the sale of recycling bins and compost bins.
D. Carol discussed the current status of the shelter project at the Transfer Station.  Unfortunately the project still has not gone out to bid.
E. Ron gave a tracking report that 39 mattresses have been deposited at the Recycling Center since he began taking note last fall.  There have also been 30 box springs, 28 couches and 22 overstuff chairs left at the Recycling Center.

F. The Committee discussed the Abitibi paper recycling program and its possible use at Pine Hill School.  Ardys volunteered to get more information about pricing, but it appeared that Pine Hill’s paper volume would be too small to earn money from Abitibi.
G. VOTE: Carol pointed out that the roof overhang cost for the Swap Shop had been taken out of the Committee’s budget and placed into the Transfer Station budget.  The Committee voted to spend the additional funds available on printing and Pine Hill programs, as the Board of Selectmen has already approved.

H. The Committee discussed and approved the addition of a sign to the Transfer Station noting that it would not accept concrete.

I. Carol noted that she will be attending the MassRecycle Municipal Recyclers Workshop on Monday, January 8.
