I. Minutes of the February and November Meeting were approved.

II .Announcements, Old and New Business 
A. The Committee agreed to hold Transfer Station Clean-Up days on Saturday, April 28 and Sunday, April 29.

B. Carol noted that Dennis Luttrell has approached Tri-County Regional Vocational School about building the new shelter at the Transfer Station and they have indicated that it is possible to do it this spring.  Evidently they plan to build it in the shop and then transfer it to the site.  Presumably the Highway Department would do the site preparation.
C. Carol also noted that the Committee will need to get Conservation Committee agreement for construction of a roof overhang at the Swap Shop.

D. VOTE: The Committee voted to approve $350 in expenditures for new Swap Shop signs
E. The Committee discussed signage for construction materials.  It was decided that the information can be added to current signs.
F. Recycling at Pine Hill was discussed extensively.  The paper from classrooms is combined into a wheeled toter and then emptied into the dumpster, but the toter is quite heavy, making it difficult to do the dumping.  Ron said that he could potentially do pickup directly from the toters but would ideally need to make some investment in fitting his truck to lift them.

G. The Committee discussed the proposed letter discussing recycling to be given to event organizers in Town.  Some rewording was suggested.

H. The Committee discussed a recent article in the Boston Globe about where Boston-area recycling goes.  Carol suggested that we consider writing such an article about where Sherborn recycling goes.
