I. Minutes of the May Meeting were approved.

II .Announcements, Old and New Business 
A. The Committee discussed switching our electronics recycling to Electronics Recycling International, which is on the state contract.  
VOTE: The Committee voted to switch our electronics recycling vending to Electronics Recycling International.

B. Carol noted that we have received the refund check from CRTR.

C. Carol discussed the improvements Dianne and she are making on the website.  She would like more input from other Committee members.
D. The Committee discussed where the recycling money from Got Books and Bay State Textiles should be sent.  Money from Got Books can be used by the Committee for school grants in the future.
VOTE: The Committee voted that checks from Bay State Textiles should be deposited into the Town’s General Fund.

E. Carol pointed out that the DEP grant program has been announced.  She suggested several that might be interesting.  The Committee decided that the clear indoor recycling barrels like the ones we donated to the Community Center would be useful in several locations around town including Pine Hill.
F. The Committee discussed the state of renovations at the Recycling Center.  The trailer has been removed and the new shelter is complete.  There is still no working telephone.
G. Carol noted that new signs for the Recycling Center have been ordered, but that it took considerable time to plan them.  Next year, she notes that the Committee needs to begin planning for the end of the fiscal year earlier.

H. Carol noted that Ron and Jack M. have been reappointed and sworn in again.

I. Tonnage report: 

In June – 



Refuse: 15 trips to Millbury – 3 more than in April and tonnage is up.



Paper: 8 trips – 1 more than last month and tonnage is up.


Commingled: 5 trips – same as last month and tonnage is up.
Recycling rate is 33.3 % this past month, compared to 32.3% last month.  The overall fiscal year recycling rate is 31.8%.  This is slightly up over last year’s rate of 31.5%.  In addition, waste tonnage is down from 152.1 tons last year to 145.2 tons this year.  Paper recycled is down from 53.3 tons last year to 50.6 tons this year, likely because of continuing decreases in newspaper use.
