Announcements, old and new business:

· Website will have a new address at virtualtownhall.net probably in 2 weeks, Carol will keep us informed. It looks familiar, but better – Carol really likes it.

· Carol has only been contacted by 2 people about the composting bins. She expected more because of the Ann McGovern’s Healthy Lawns and landscapes workshops with both garden clubs. The pig farmer is picking up composting stuff from Chickering once a month on Zero Waste Day. George is volunteering to take composting to PHS himself.

· We looked at other towns’ recycling charts and compared them, with the idea of updating ours.

· The Mission Statement was voted on and accepted by the committee (write statement here including the word “promote”

· There is a grant program for barrels from Keep America Beautiful. Carol has let Community Center, Pine Hill, and Ralph Kelley know in case they wanted to apply.  Carol will also send the e-mail to Ardys to check with Ralph Kelley etc. The link is http://www.bingrant.org/home.htm
· Ron is going to look into the grant program thru DEP for pollution controls for the trucks. He is going to replace the old truck so it may not be realistic to put money into one of the trucks, but the other one (s) might qualify. 

· Concerning the remodeling of the yellow metal bldg. for the new Swap Shop, Ron has not heard back from John O’Neil so Carol spoke to Dan Merrikan (engineer). We have a “place holder” on the warrant for this issue. We still need good numbers. The Highway Garage engineer is supposed to give us a ball park estimate, but says that an architect should draw up the specs. 

· No word yet from Tish Gogen regarding a program for Earth Day (to use the $600 we supplied to PHS).

· Carol attended a meeting with the Natick Recycling Committee to discuss the idea of regionalizing recycling. The town administrators would like to see this happen in order to save money. After some discussion we determined that the idea of regionalizing recycling with Natick seems too large for Sherborn to undertake at this time.

· Carol drew up a SS showing our tonnages, revenues and expenses. In doing so, she discovered some errors in tonnage for scrap metal on our spreadsheet. She has corrected them.

· Carol spoke with Mark Evans of Cassella! (Jeff stopped in.) They offered to supply dual stream or single stream. They will help with redesigning the transfer station for single stream, though we would pay for the changes. They don’t pay tonnage for Dual Sream, but they do pay for Single Stream. Medfield switched from Integrated Paper to Cassella, and from DS to SS. Carol is going to talk to Ken Feeney (in charge of Hwy dept. in Medfield). Ardys voiced concerns about Cassella’s single stream, and the fact that it would greatly increase the carbon footprint of our recyclables, particularly paper.

· Integrated Paper hasn’t paid us in over a year. The old Sherborn Town Counsel was supposed to deal with it, but didn’t. Now we have new Town Counsel, Barbara St. Andre.  Dan (our town administrator) will fill Barb in. 

· Stackable recycling bins are tabled.

· We need to further investigate who could become a voting member if Ardys becomes an associate member. 

· The website counter is at 1319, an increase of 137 from last month. Carol thinks most of the log-ins are due to the construction of the new site, and Carol and Dianne checking each of them repeatedly.

· Cornerstone Forum is sponsored by Pilgrim Church. Bill McKibbin and Alfie Cohn (educator) have been their speakers. We should check with Mary Barbara Alexander to see how her forums go and what is involved.

· Drivers for Ruane & Father noticed that the Sancomb bins behind the Sherborn Liquors were full of cardboard. 

· Telephone at the transfer station rings 10x and beeps. It’s a mystery as to why this continues to be an issue.
