III. Announcements, Old and New Business

A. Carol was planning to meet with Board of Selectman to discuss the plans for new composting plans.
B. The committee discussed the composting plan.  Richard Robinson has said he is willing to take Pine Hill School’s food waste. Veronica Kenney from Pine Hill feels It is too late in the year to start and will begin in fall at start of the new school 
year. Two companies gave us prices to pickup food waste at the Recycling center. Groundscapes out of Wrentham would charge $300/pickup. Another company offered to pickup for about $300/month. The Committee agreed that the best solution is home composting because it is inexpensive and local.  If we pursue drop off, possibly the new Silverwood Farm on Western Ave might be interested in taking residents’ food waste, but we need to run pilot program to measure amount of interest in this type of program. 

C. The Committee created a survey about composting and circulated it at the Library Fair and on Election Day. 25 residents said they would be interested in drop off program, 3 maybe, and 23 said they would not.( 12 said they already do it at home sometimes) We also discussed the best way to reach people, maybe handing out survey at recycling center or talking to people as they come in. 
D. Remodeling yellow building: Ed Wagner said it sharing the building would work out where the Swap shop would have it from April to November and Highway the rest of the time. The transfer station budget should have enough money left to cover installing a concrete floor.  Three bids have been received.
E. Dan Keyes has gotten a grant from MAPC to look at the regionalization of Sherborn and Natick recycling.  The committee was against bringing Natick to Sherborn’s small Recycling Center.  
F. Transfer Station Budget: The Transfer Station budget was cut at Town Meeting by $7500.00, but this should not affect operations.

G. Incentive bonus for Ruane & Father Inc. was discussed.  There was a motion to reinstate incentive bonus, the motion passed 3 in favor and 1 abstained.

H. Police Chief Thompson has organized a medicine collection to be held at the Police Station on June 12.

I. Paper contract:  Old town counsel did nothing, hopefully the new town counsel will pick up the ball.

J. End of fiscal year purchases:  The committee thought there might be enough recycling bins for now, and new R2D2 compost bins will now cost $40.00 to reorder, so we will have to ask the Board of Selectmen to raise the fee for them..  We discussed new signs for the Recycling center, which are especially needed for the Swap Shop.  We need to order more t shirts.  We are all out of sizes Large and Medium.  They cost $8.50 each and there is a $10 set up fee.  It was decided to wait until next meeting to make decisions about purchases.
Next meeting will be June 8, 2010 at 7:00pm.
